Head Coach Stevie Gill
Head Coaching Tenure: 1st year

  Gill was named head coach in March of 2008 after serving as an as-
sistant coach for six years. 
 Gill was an assistant coach on Grand Canyon University women’s 
team in 2006 that set a school-record for wins with 13. He has been instrumen-
tal in the Antelopes’ player development and individual honors, which includ-
ed Tessa Chesser’s selection as the Paci! c West Conference Defensive Player 
of the Year in 2007. Vanessa Young, who became the school’s all-time leading 
goals scorer and points leader in 2007, was a Second Team PacWest choice, 
and mid! elder Minnie Gidda received honorable mention acclaim. Young was 
a ! rst team pick in 2006, and Chesser was a second teamer.
 In addition to coaching at GCU, Gill coached in the Canadian Profes-
sional Soccer League with the Durham Flames, and was the head boys coach 
for Durham Regional Soccer Association’s Provincial Team Identi! cation 
program in Canada. 
 Gill’s ’83 Cisco girls soccer club team won the Arizona State Cup and was a Far West Region ! nalist. 
He currently serves as the Director of Coaching with Soccer-Tech International Group out of Toronto, Canada, 
which provides professional coaching for high performance players in the region.
 Gill played for Grand Canyon University men’s team from 1996-99, winning an NCAA Division II na-
tional championship in 1996. Gill’s team remains the only Grand Canyon athletics team to win a national title at 
the NCAA Division II level.
 He was a second team Far West Region selection in 1999. That same season, he was also a second team 
California Collegiate Athletic Association choice. GCU won three CCAA championships during Gill’s days as 
an Antelope. He was a four-year captain at Grand Canyon.
 Gill also played with Canada’s U-20 team in World Cup Qualifying and Pan-American Games interna-
tional competition. He was a member of Canada’s U-23 Olympic/Pan-American Games Team. Gill holds a “B” 
License from the Canadian Soccer Association.
 He has a Bachelor of Science degree from Grand Canyon University, a Bachelor of Education from York 
University and a Master of Business Administration from Grand Canyon. He also teaches exercise science and 
physical education at GCU.
 Originally from Toronto, Gill now lives in Phoenix with his girlfriend Stephanie.

Paul Barron begins his ! rst year as 
an assistant coach with the women’s 
program. Barron was an assistant 
coach for Paradise Valley Commu-
nity College men’s team in 2007. 
He coached Cisco’s club team from 
1998-2000 and the Arizona Olympic 
Development Program in 1998. Bar-
ron played at Grand Canyon Univer-
sity from 1998-99. He was a part of the 1998 NCAA 
Tournament team that went 17-6-1 and advanced to 
the second round of the postseason. Prior to his days 
as an Antelope, Barron played for Meridian Commu-
nity College in 1996, when he was voted to the Na-
tional Junior College Athletic Association All-South 
Region team, and was Meridian’s Athlete of the Year.

Barron graduated from GCU in 2000 
with a BA in business administration and marketing. 
He owns a company called Dryer Vent Doctor. He and 
his wife, Leslie, have a daughter, Ella. 

Troy Edwards

Troy Edwards begins his ! rst year 
as assistant coach with the women’s 
team, and will work with the goal-
keepers. Edwards was an assistant 
coach for the men’s team from 
1999-2007. He helped the Antelopes 
advance to the NCAA Tournament 
in 2007. While coaching the men’s 
team goalkeepers, he helped Vince 
Licciardi set the school record for goals against aver-
age in a season (0.97) in 2007. He has also coached 
with the Arizona Sahuaros, which won a Men’s Pre-
mier Soccer League championship in 2003. Edwards 
coached in the Cisco Soccer Club organization from 
1995-2005. He also coaches girls soccer at Trevor 
Browne High School, and has coached boys soccer 
at three other high schools. He played goalkeeper at 
Grand Canyon University in 1995-98, and was a mem-
ber of the Antelopes 1996 NCAA Division II National 
Championship team. Edwards ranks tied for ! fth in 

school history for lowest career goals against average 
(1.30). His 118 saves in 1998 ranks second among sea-
son leaders at GCU. Edwards went 17-6-1 with a 1.28 
GAA as Grand Canyon advanced to the second round 
of the NCAA Tournament in 1998. In 1991, he was the 
goalkeeper for a U-17 youth national championship 
team based out of Colorado.

Season Outlook
 If there’s one theme that de! nes the 2008 women’s soccer season, it’s culture change.
 New coach Stevie Gill has been involved with the program for the last seven years, but takes over this 
season as head coach. He has instilled a different attitude around the Lady Antelopes camp – one that begs to be 
different from so many of the years that have come before.
 “I want to build a strong, successful, competitive program where people come here and they want to 
play,” Gill said, “one where teams don’t want to play us. I don’t want other teams to enjoy playing us for our 
style of play.”
 His ! rst order of business was ! nding scoring 
threats. Something that’s always hampered the Antelopes 
in the past was its ability to score. GCU scored just 17 
goals all of last season, with just six in the second half of 
all games. Gill’s ! rst recruiting class addressed that issue. 
And with the school’s all-time leading scorer, senior Van-
essa Young, back for her ! nal season, this year has poten-
tial to change. Young enters the year with 26 career goals 
and 61 career points. She is coming off a season in which 
she scored six goals with no assists.
 Coupled with workhorses, Lindsey Countryman 
and Jeanne Davis, Grand Canyon returns several key 
members of last year’s team that found its offensive stride 
midway through the season. Countryman and Young each 
need four assists to become the school’s all-time leader. 
The Antelopes are trying to avoid the slow start that put 
them behind the eight ball in 2007. Newcomers Kaylen 
Jackson, Viviana Zumpano, Angela Russell and Candice 
Buckles give GCU new options on offense. And an in" ux 
of junior college players, including Kianna Sharp and Jes-
sica Schartz, allow even more " exibility to the Antelopes’ 
lineup.
 “I think I’ve brought in, from our ! rst recruiting class, a group that can accomplish that,” Gill said. 
“We’ve always struggled to score goals. That was ! rst on the list. My ! rst priority was to ! nd attacking-minded 
individuals.”
 Jackson was a junior college All-American in 2007. Zumpano was named to the national all-tournament 
team last season. Buckles led her high school team in scoring. In addition to the newcomers’ ability to score at 
other levels, they bring an infusion of speed to a team that was constantly being chided to “get on its bike” last 
year.
 “They’re quick, and their speed of play will help us tremendously,” Gill said. “That coupled with our 
! erce defending, I’m hoping a lot of teams won’t like to play us.”
 With ! rst team all-conference Tessa Chesser returning for her senior season, Grand Canyon has one of 
the better players in the league. Used primarily as a defender, Chesser may, like others, ! nd herself in different 
roles this year.
 “I think Tessa is an excellent player who will help out building a competitive culture in our team,” Gill 
said. “I thought she was a standout last year, and I think she will be even better this year.”
 Sophomores Angelina Massagli, Maritza Quinlan, Stephanie Haldeman and Janelle Salazar could help 
fortify a mid! eld and defense in front of senior goalkeeper Shela Robertson, who trained all summer in Phoenix 
to prepare for the season. Senior mid! elder Keeley Cisneros also committed herself to an off-season training 
program.

 “There’s a new energy, and there’s increased expectations 
for the girls in the program,” Gill said. “I think that competi-
tion in the starting lineup will aid in the quality of play. That’s 
something we haven’t had around here. That’s something I’ve 
tried to instill. With the number of girls we have coming in 
here, you’re gonna have to compete. If you produce, you’ll 
play.”
 An interchanging lineup may never be more apparent than 
the early going this year at Grand Canyon. Players accus-
tomed to the front may see time in the back line. And those 
relegated to being stoppers may be given the green light.
 “If you’re gonna play at the collegiate level, you have 
to versatile,” Gill said. “Nobody is in a set position. It just 
depends on the type of players I have in the system. I want 
everybody to be successful.”
 Robertson missed the latter part of last season after break-
ing her collarbone. She started the ! rst eight games, posting 
a 2.02 goals against average with 34 saves and a .680 saves 
percentage.
 “I think Shela will do a fantastic job,” Gill said. “She’s 
improved tremendously. She’s steady. She works hard. I think 
she’ll do a wonderful job.”
  Grand Canyon ! nished fourth in the Paci! c West Con-

ference a year ago. With a disappointing 5-13-2 record, GCU hopes to change things in a hurry this year. Gill 
believes he has a cast that can accomplish that.
 “Now we have a solid group of girls that can play multiple positions that won’t affect the pace of play,” 
Gill said. “This is the deepest, most competitive women’s squad that this team has ever had. Now it’s time for 
them to produce.
 “My expectation is to reach our potential, both on and off the ! eld of play. Academics are imperative to 
these kids’ future, and using their athleticism is a vehicle to do so. It’s a wonderful opportunity.”

 Grand Canyon University Soccer Complex opened in January of 2000. 
 Some of Grand Canyon’s historic games have been played on the ! eld. But there have been many other 
memorable moments at GCU Soccer Complex.
 In February of 2007, the U.S. National Team trained on GCU’s soccer ! eld in preparation for a game 
against the Mexican National Team in Glendale, Arizona. Two weeks after the U.S. National Team used the 
! eld as its home training facility, Major League Soccer teams FC Dallas and Columbus Crew played on the ! eld 
in conjunction with Indios Football Club from Juarez, Mexico.
 In July of 2007, six professional teams from around the world trained on the ! eld. Boca Juniors (Ar-
gentina), America de Cali (Colombia), Club America (Mexico), Caracas Futbol Club (Venezuela), Club Lima 
(Peru) and Cruz Azul (Mexico) used Grand Canyon University’s ! eld in preparation for the Copa Panamerica in 
Glendale.
 In January of 2004, GCU hosted the United States U-17 National Team on the soccer ! eld. 
 Grand Canyon’s soccer venue has been home to three prestigious Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup games in 
2006 and 2008. In both years, professional teams played against the Arizona Sahuaros National Premier Soccer 
League and developmental teams. In 2006, the Virginia Beach Mariners (United Soccer League First Division) 
competed against the Sahuaros on the ! eld in the second round of the U.S. Open Cup after the Sahuaros beat the 
BYU Cougars Premier Development League team. In 2008, the Major League Soccer-bound Seattle Sounders 
played the Sahuaros in the ! rst round of the Open Cup before a record crowd of 3,559. 
 The Sahuaros have used GCU Soccer Complex as its home ! eld since 2001. The ! eld is also used by 
Valley of the Sun club and youth teams.
 Prided for its well-maintained surface, GCU Soccer Complex is one of the West Region’s more attrac-
tive collegiate soccer ! elds. Grand Canyon University’s grounds crew works countless hours keeping the ! eld 
in great condition all year long.
