Head Coaching Record Overall :146-67, g™ year
Head Coaching Record at GCU : 19-10, 2m year
Tenure at GCU : 3 years

Trent May enters his second season as head coach at
Grand Canyon University with the women’s basketball
program. He guided the Antelopes to a second straight
Pacific West Conference championship in 2007-08 as GCU
went 19-10 overall, 15-3 in the PacWest.

In 2006-07, May was the Antelopes associate head coach,
helping steer Grand Canyon to a 23-4 overall, 15-0 PacWest
record. It was the best season in GCU women’s hoops
history. The Antelopes won the PacWest in the first year
they were members of the league. During May’s time on the
sidelines at GCU, he coached a couple players who
established new school records in 2006-07.

Prior to coaching at Grand Canyon, May coached at Bethany College in Lindsborg, Kan., where
he spent six years on the sidelines, guiding the Swedes to a 127-57 record, two national
tournament appearances and one Sweet 16 finish. May also received Kansas Collegiate Athletic
Conference Coach of the Year honors twice. He was named the Kansas Four-Year College
Coach of the Year in 2003.

May’s Bethany College team went 30-3 in 2002-03, establishing a school record for wins. He
coached two All-Americans at Bethany College.

May was an assistant coach at Southern Nazarene University for four years, which included a
national championship, two title game appearances, four Final Four appearances and a 122-21
record.

May played basketball at Southern Nazarene University and graduated in 1995 with a Bachelor’s
degree in Exercise Science and received his Masters in Kinesiology in 1997.

May resides with his wife Angie and son Grayson in Peoria.
